What is Animal Quality Assurance? – Would you like to have your name associated 
with an unhealthy animal that is not fit for people to eat? This program has been de-
velop to promote Best Management Practices in the areas of herd health, livestock 
handling, facilities and nutrition in support of the ethical production of youth livestock 
projects. The program educates youth concerning their role in U.S. livestock produc-
tion. Youth will learn how they fit into the food supply chain and the importance of 
providing a quality assured product.  If you are planning to take an animal to the Live-
stock Market Sale at the County Fair, you must participate in the Animal Quality As-
surance workshop once as a junior member (ages 9-13) and once as a senior mem-
ber (ages 14-19).  If you are new to this project, whether you are a junior member or 
a senior member, you must take AQA before you can participate in the livestock sale 
at the County Fair.  The previous policy of taking the AQA workshop every two years 
no longer applies.

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MSU to Host Free NanoDays Family Science Night April 11 
On Monday, April 11, Montana State University will host a free family science night as part of a nationwide 
celebration called NanoDays. 
 

The theme of the event is nanotechnology, an emerging field in which scientists and engineers study and ma-
nipulate matter at the atomic and molecular scale to develop disease-fighting drugs, alternative energy solu-
tions, ultra-strong sports equipment and many other applications. The evening will help both kids and adults 
learn about nanoscience in a fun and easy-to-understand format, including its impacts on society. The event 
will take place from 6-8 p.m. in the SUB Ballrooms. Visitors can stop in at any time for activities and demon-
strations, such as manipulating magnetic liquid, learning about static electricity, playing with nanosand and 
getting a nano tattoo. Children must be accompanied by an adult. 
 

At MSU, researchers are using nanoscience to develop targeted vaccines, magnetic materials for electronics 
and catalysts for producing hydrogen. Nanoscience is an emerging field that blends chemistry, physics, engi-
neering and other areas of science and is one of the country's top research priorities. NanoDays is sponsored 
by Montana NSF EPSCoR, MSU's Center for Bio-Inspired Nanomaterials, MSU Extended University and the 
Undergraduate Chemistry Society.
